Program Information

Program staff members are trained in environmental education and/or marine science, and material
and skills covered are aligned with the Massachusetts Framework for Science and Technology. There
are three programs offered in 2011:

¥ COSA Chondrus
For students entering Grade 9 or 10. Chondrus students will develop participants’ knowledge
of marine biology, including ecological and physical characteristics of several local coastal
ecosystems. Students will develop skills such as monitoring water quality, measuring species
richness and diversity, and identifying marine organisms. They will also begin to explore
threats facing these coastal and marine resources.

¥ COSA Mytilus
For students entering 10" or 11" grade who have completed the Chondrus program or an
equivalent. Building on knowledge learned in the previous program, Mytilus students will
deepen their knowledge of rocky intertidal ecology and habitats. Skills will be developed in
investigating ecological issues facing coastal and marine habitats, and student research will
include consideration of stewardship options to improve environmental quality.

¥ COSA Pagurus
For students entering 11" or 12" grade who have completed the Mytilus program or an
equivalent. Pagurus students will participate in field and classroom experiences, but will work
primarily on a guided research project on a topic relevant to local marine biology.

Program duration

The program runs Monday, August 8 through Saturday, August 20, 2011. The hours are from
8:30am-3pm Monday to Friday, culminating with a family day on Saturday, August 20 from 10am-
2pm, at which participants are expected to be accompanied by at least one family member.

Orientation
Each participants and at least one parent/guardian are expected to attend an orientation session on
Wednesday, July 27" from 6:00 - 7:30pm, and pizza will be served.

Fees

Program fees for 2011 are $850 for the two-week program. A deposit of $300 is required upon
acceptance into the program. Fees include all equipment, transportation to offsite field locations,
entry for any fee-based field experiences, daily snacks, lunch on days when we are onsite in
Nahant, and a family BBQ on the final day. PLEASE MAKE CHECKS PAYABLE TO

Arrival/Departure Times

Drop off is by 8:30am at the MSC or 7:30am at the Boston campus. Pick up is at 3:00pm at the
MSC or 3:45pm at the Boston campus. If someone other than a parent/guardian is to be picking up
a student at any time, the parent/guardian must provide written notification in advance, including the
person’s name, relationship to the student, and their daytime phone number.

What to bring

* Layers of clothing, a change of clothing, and/or rain gear is highly recommended. The
temperature in Nahant may differ from other communities, and it is often windy in Nahant.

* There is a good chance that feet will get wet, so rubber-soled shoes such as boots, water shoes,
or old sneakers are recommended and can be left onsite for the duration of the program if
desired. Tevas and other high-traction open-toed sandals that are completely fastened to the feet
are allowed. Slip-on sandals, flip flops, Crocs, or heels are not allowed.

* A hat is advisable.

* A change of clothes may be stored onsite during the program in case participants get very wet.

* Participants may bring their own sunscreen from home. The staff of the Marine Science Center
will not provide or apply sunscreen to minors.

* Each participant should bring a reusable water bottle.

* Participants are responsible for bringing their own lunch on days with offsite field trips (4 days).

Shuttle Service to the MSC
We will provide a shuttle daily from the Boston campus for an additional cost of $100 per student.

Transportation to and from Activities

COSA staff will escort students at all times. COSA students are transported to daily field sites in
passenger vans driven by COSA staff. The only exception is that for students commuting from Boston
on days when activities are in Boston, COSA staff will escort those students from the main campus to
their destination via public transit. On these days, students will meet on campus at 8:30am instead
of 7:30am. Permission to leave directly from the Aquarium or Ferry terminal at the end of the day
can be given by a parent in writing, otherwise a COSA staff member will escort the student back to
Northeastern’s main campus at the end of the day.

Absences/Late Arrival

Many activities happen off-site. Students who know they will be late must communicate with COSA
staff on the previous the day. Parents are welcome to drop students off at a field site, but need to
inform COSA staff of this. Many activities are time-dependent so the group cannot wait for a student
who is running late. All parents and students will receive COSA staff cell phone numbers at the
parent orientation. Please keep the staff aware of any changes in student’s schedules. If a student is
not coming to the program due to illness or other reasons, please inform the staff by 7:30am.
